NOTICE REGARDING MASS INTENTIONS: During this period
of suspension of public Masses, the priests will continue to
fulfill the Mass intentions that have been requested in their
private Masses.

CONSECRATION TO JESUS THROUGH MARY: There will be
no evening Mass or talk this Tuesday in preparation for mak-
ing the Marian consecration on March 25% Please do contin-
ue preparing on your own. It’s most unlikely that the Mass
suspension will have been lifted by March 25" That being
the case, those who have prepared to make the consecration
may come to church and make their consecration privately.

CANCELLATIONS: All public Masses are canceled until further
notice. The children’s catechism classes are suspended until
further notice. There will be no public Stations of the Cross
on Fridays. You are encouraged to make them privately.

USE OF HOLY WATER: The holy water in the fonts is being
changed daily to reduce the possibility of contagion. You are
not obliged to use the holy water. You may bring your own
bottle of holy water if you wish, and use it when you enter
church.

Bishop McElroy has determined that there will be no public Mass-
es beginning tomorrow, March 16" until further notice. All large
gatherings have been cancelled including catechism classes and
Stations of the Cross. However, the church will be open from
6:30 a.m. until 6:30 p.m. every day for private prayer. The bish-
op has dispensed all Catholics of the diocese from the Sunday Mass
obligation for the duration of the crisis. However, we are always
obliged to sanctify the Lord’s Day. You may do so, for example,
by spending some extra time in prayer (either at home or at the
church),

you may watch Mass live streamed (go to
and reflection. Although you won’t be able to receive Holy Com-
munion, you can make a spiritual communion. This is done by
prayerfully asking Our Lord to come into your heart spiritually.
You can use your own words or find a suitable prayer on the in-
ternet. During these final days of the novena in preparation for
the feast of St. Joseph, please pray that through his powerful in-

tercession, the spread of the coronavirus (Covid 19) will cease,
and that all those who have contracted it may soon recover.

Help Stop the Spread of Germs

e Stay home if you are ill, particularly if you are experiencing
any cold or flu symptoms. If you have a bad cough, stay

home.

e Wash your hands frequently. Twenty seconds with soap and

warm water is usually advised.

e Receiving Holy Communion: On occasion the thumb of
the priest does make contact with the tongue of a communi-
cant. When this happens, it is nearly always because the com-
municant unexpectedly moves his head forward in order to
receive the Host, or puts out his tongue at the last moment,
when the priest is holding the host before his mouth. Please
observe these norms when receiving Holy Communion:

0 Close your eyes. This is one of the most effective and
casiest remedies, as it will prevent the communicant from
instinctively moving towards the Host just before receiv-
ing.

¢ Do not overextend the tongue. The tip of the
tongue should more or less rest on the outer edge of the
lower lip. Make sure, however, that your mouth is suffi-
ciently open, and the tongue extended sufficiently, so
that the Host may be easily placed on it.

0 Try to hold steady. Do not sway back and forth while
receiving.

¢ Keep hands behind the altar rail, and below the
paten. Elbows should never be on the altar rail. Holding
hands immediately under the chin risks the Host falling
on the floor, as the paten will not be able to be placed
properly by the server.

DEL PARROCO

El Obispo McElroy ha determinado que no habra Misas publicas
a partir de mafiana, 16 de marzo, hasta nuevo aviso. Sin embar-
go, la iglesia estara abierta todos los dias desde las 6:30 a.m.
hasta las 6:30 p.m. para los que gusten rezar en privado. El obis-
po ha dispensado a todos los catolicos de la diocesis de la obliga-
cion de la misa dominical durante la crisis. Sin embargo, siempre
estamos obligados a santificar el Dia del Sefior. Puede hacerlo,

Esto se hace pidiendo en oracion
a Nuestro Sefior que entre en su corazon espiritualmente. Puede
usar sus propias palabras o encontrar una oracion adecuada en
Internet. Durante estos Gltimos dias de la novena en preparacion
para la fiesta de San Jose, por favor reza para que a traves de su
poderosa intercesion, la propagacion del coronavirus (Covid 19)
cese, y que todos los que lo han contraido se recuperen pronto.

* Quedese en casa si esta enfermo, especialmente si experi-
menta algin sintoma de resfriado o gripe. Si tiene una tos
fuerte, quedese en casa.

e Lavese las manos con frecuencia. Normalmente se aconsejan
20 segundos con jabon y agua tibia.

e La Sagrada Comunion: En ocasiones el pulgar del sacer-
dote hace contacto con la lengua de un comulgante. Cuando
esto sucede, es casi siempre porque el comulgante mueve
inesperadamente su cabeza hacia adelante para recibir la
Hostia, o saca su lengua en el Gltimo momento, cuando el
sacerdote esta sosteniendo la hostia ante su boca. Por favor,
observen estas normas cuando reciban la Sagrada Comu-
nioéon:

0 Cerrar los ojos. Este es uno de los remedios mas efi-
caces y faciles, ya que evitara que el comulgante se
mueva instintivamente hacia la Hostia justo antes de
recibirla.

0 No extienda demasiado la lengua. La puntade la
lengua debe descansar mas o menos en el borde exte-
rior del labio inferior. Sin embargo, hay que asegurarse
de que la boca este¢ suficientemente abierta y la lengua
suficientemente extendida, para que la Hostia pueda ser
colocada facilmente sobre ella.

0 Trate de mantenerse firme. No se balancee de un
lado a otro mientras recibe.

0 Mantened las manos detras del comulgatorio, y
debajo de la patena. Los codos nunca deben estar en
la barandilla del altar. Si se toman las manos inmediata-
mente debajo de la barbilla se corre el riesgo de que la
hostia caiga al suelo, ya que la patena no podra ser colo-
cada correctamente por el servidor.
