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FROM THE PASTOR
Dear Parishioners,
Hope all are continuing to do well during this period of quarantine.

We have been informed that churches in the San Diego diocese may continue to remain open, and that confessions may continue to
be heard. However, the county has restricted the number of people gathered in one room to 10, and prescribed the practice of social
distancing (keeping at least 6 feet apart). If the number in church has exceeded the allowed limit please wait to enter until someone
leaves. We ask that those inside the church be sensitive to others who would also like to make a short visit, and limit their visit ac-
cordingly.

We now have the capability of streaming the Mass live. The Mass will be live streamed daily (including Sundays) at 9 a.m. The

church will be closed while Mass is going on. In order to view the Mass on line, follow the link https://stannesd.com/live-mass/

We have been informed by the diocese that confessions must be heard in an open space, and that the penitent must remain standing.
We will utilize the classrooms for this purpose. You will have to line up in the courtyard. The confession times will remain the

same:
e Monday — Saturday: 7—9a.m., and 5 —6:30 p.m.
e Sunday: 7a.m. — 12 noon, and 5 — 6:30 p.m.
e By appointment

During this time when it may be impossible or very difficult for some people to come to confession, Pope Francis has reminded eve-
ryone of the practice of making an act of perfect contrition. If one makes an act of perfect contrition, all of his sins are forgiven him
and he returns to a state of grace even before going to sacramental confession. Three elements are necessary in order to make a per-
fect act of contrition:

1. One must be sorry for his sins above all because he loves God and not simply because he fears punishment for them.
2. He must be firmly resolved not to commit the particular mortal sin he has fallen into ever again.
3. He must be determined to go to confession as soon as it’s possible and tell the grave sin(s) that he committed.

How do you know if you’ve made a perfect act of contrition, or not? Absolutely speaking you can’t know that, unless God were to
give you some extraordinary revelation. Which is why you should not receive Holy Communion until you’ve actually gone to con-
fession. Venial sins, on the other hand, may always be forgiven outside of confession simply by being sincerely sorry for them and
asking God for forgiveness. While sacramental confession is necessary for those who have committed mortal sin, it is not necessary
for those who have no mortal sins to confess. Confessions made by those who have no mortal sins to confess are termed “confessions

of devotion” — an extremely helpful way to overcome one’s sinful tendencies and grow in grace.
Let us continue to pray especially for the sick and an end to the spread of the COVID 19 virus.

Queridos feligreses,
Espero que a todos les siga yendo bien durante este periodo de cuarentena.

Se nos ha informado que las iglesias de la diocesis de San Diego pueden seguir abiertas, y que las confesiones pueden seguir siendo
escuchadas. Sin embargo, el condado ha restringido el nimero de personas reunidas en una habitacion a 10, y prescribio la practica
de distanciamiento social (mantener al menos 6 pies de distancia). Si el namero de personas en la iglesia excede el limite permitido,
por favor espere a entrar hasta que alguien salga. Pedimos que los que estan dentro de la iglesia sean conscientes a los demas que
también quieran hacer una visita, y limiten su visita.

Ahora tenemos la capacidad de transmitir la Misa en vivo. La Misa sera transmitida en vivo todos los dias (incluyendo los domingos) a
las 9 a.m.

La diocesis nos ha informado que las confesiones deben ser escuchadas en un espacio abierto, y que el penitente debe permanecer de
pie. Utilizaremos las aulas para este proposito. Tendran que hacer fila en el patio. Los horarios de confesiones seguiran siendo los
mismos:

e Lunes a sabado: 7-9a.m., y 5 - 6:30 p.m.
e Domingo: 7 a.m. - 12 del mediodia, y 5 - 6:30 p.m.
e Con cita previa

Durante esta ¢poca en la que puede ser imposible o muy dificil para algunas personas confesarse, el Papa Francisco ha recordado a
todos la practica de hacer un perfecto acto de contricion. Si uno hace un perfecto acto de contricion, todos sus pecados son perdona-
dos y regresa a un estado de gracia incluso antes de ir a la confesion sacramental. Tres elementos son necesarios para hacer un perfec-
to acto de contricion:

1.Uno debe arrepentirse de sus pecados sobre todo porque ama a Dios y no simplemente porque teme el castigo por ellos.
2.Debe estar firmemente resuelto a no cometer nunca mas el pecado mortal en el que ha caido.
3.Debe estar decidido a confesarse tan pronto como sea posible y contar los graves pecados que ha cometido.

¢Como sabe si ha hecho un perfecto acto de contricion o no? Absolutamente hablando, no puedes saberlo, a menos que Dios te dé
alguna revelacion extraordinaria. Por eso no debe recibir la Sagrada Comunion hasta que no se haya confesado. Los pecados veniales,
por otro lado, siempre pueden ser perdonados fuera de la confesion, simplemente con un sincero arrepentimiento y pidiendo perdon
a Dios. Mientras que la confesion sacramental es necesaria para aquellos que han cometido pecados mortales, no es necesario que se
confiesen los que no tienen pecados mortales. Las confesiones hechas por aquellos que no tienen pecados mortales que confesar se
denominan "confesiones de devocion" - una forma extremadamente 1til para superar las tendencias pecaminosas de uno y crecer en
gracia.

Continuemos rezando especialmente por los enfermos y por el fin de la propagacion del virus COVID 19.
