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FROM THE PASTOR

Dear Parishioners,

Mass will be open to the public here at St. Anne’s beginning on Monday, June 8. However, given the social distancing
requirements, it may not be possible to accommodate all who wish to participate. For this we are sorry. We hope these
restrictions will soon be lifted. Please note that the dispensation from attending Mass on Sundays continues in effect.
Those who are at high risk or are ill are requested to stay home. In order to better ensure your health safety, the diocese

has requested that we implement the following practices:
1) Masks are to be worn by all above the age of two.
2) Hands should be sanitized when entering the church. Hand sanitizing stations will be placed at the entrances.

3) Holy water will not be available at the doors of the church. It will still be available in the large container in front of
the side door for you to fill your individual containers. You may bring your own container of holy water and use it
when you enter church if you wish.

4) Missalettes will not be made available for use; nor will hymnals be kept in the pews.

5) Social distancing must be maintained throughout the church. Only 25% of church seating capacity will be available.
That means that only about 60 people can be accommodated for Mass within the church.

6) For this reason, for Sunday Masses, it will be necessary to reserve seating by either going to our website

(stannesd.com) or calling the office during business hours (9 a.m. — 12pm, and 1 p.m. — 4:30 p.m.)
a. Note: If you have not checked in before the beginning of Mass your seat may be given to someone else.

7) Every other row will be closed and the available pews will be marked for distancing. Persons from the same house-

hold may, of course, sit together.

8) The floor will be marked for proper distancing. Social distancing must be maintained at the communion rail unless
you’re from the same household.

9) The collection will not be taken up. However, there will be a box by the door where you may leave your dona-

tions.

10) On Sundays, Mass attendees are not to gather more than 15 minutes before Mass, and must leave no later than 15

minutes after Mass. Please do not congregate outside the church or in the parking lot before or after Mass.
11) The church will be sanitized after each Mass.

12) If you are seated in the hall watching the Mass on live stream, one of the priests will bring Holy Communion over

to you.
13) The Mass schedule will be modified in the following way:
a. Monday, Wednesday, and Friday: 9 a.m. and 6:30 p.m.
b. Tuesday, Thursday, and Saturday: 7:15 a.m. and 9 a.m.
c. Sunday: 6a.m., 7:30 am., 9a.m., 11 a.m., 12:30 p.m., and 6 p.m.

14) This schedule is temporary, it will change when the social distancing regulations are lifted. Please check our web-
site or the church bulletin on a weekly basis for updates.

15) Confessions will be heard a half hour before Masses from Monday-Saturday. On Saturday they will also be heard
from 5-6 pm. They will be heard in one of the classrooms. Confessions will not be scheduled to be heard on Sun-
day for the time being.

Thank you for your patience as we continue to navigate our way through this difficult time.

Queridos feligreses,

A partir del lunes, 8 de junio la Misa sera accesible al publico aqui en Santa Ana. Sin embargo, dados los requisitos de dis-
tanciamiento social, tal vez no sera posible de acomodar a todos los que deseen participar en Misa. Lo lamentamos. Espe-
ramos que pronto se levanten estas restricciones. Por favor tengan en cuenta que la dispensacion para asistir a misa los do-
mingos sigue en vigor. Aquellos que estén en alto riesgo o enfermos se les pide que se queden en casa. Con el fin de mejo-
rar la seguridad de su salud, la diocesis ha solicitado que implementemos las siguientes practicas:

1) Los cubre bocas deben ser usados por todos los mayores de dos afios de edad.

2) Las manos deben ser desinfectadas al entrar a la iglesia. Se colocaran puestos de desinfeccion de manos en las entra-

das.

3) El agua bendita no estara disponible en las puertas de la iglesia. Agua bendita estara disponible en el contenedor

grande frente a la puerta lateral para que puedan llenar sus contenedores individuales.
4) Los misales no estaran disponibles para su uso en las bancas, ni los himnos.

5) El distanciamiento social debe mantenerse en toda la iglesia. Solo el 25% de la capacidad de la iglesia estara disponi-

ble. Eso significa que solo unas 60 personas pueden ser acomodadas para la misa dentro de la iglesia.

6) Por esta razon, los domingos, sera necesario reservar asientos ya sea yendo a nuestro sitio web (stannesd.com) o
llamando a la oficina durante las horas de trabajo (9 a.m. - 12 p.m., y 1 p.m. - 4:30 p.m.) Aquellos que no hagan

una reservacion puedan que tengan que asistir a la Misa en el salon parroquial por transmision en vivo.

a. Note: Si usted no confirma su asistencia antes de que empiece la Misa su asiento sera dado a otra per-

sona.

7) Cada otra banca estara cerrada con letrero de distanciamiento. Familias dentro del mismo hogar podran sentarse

juntos.

8) El piso estara marcado para un distanciamiento adecuado. El distanciamiento social sera mantenido en el comulgato-

rio, al menos que sean del mismo hogar.
9) No se tomara la colecta. Sin embargo, habra una caja junto a la puerta donde podran dejar su contribucion.

10) Los domingos, los feligreses no deben reunirse mas de 15 minutos antes de la Misa, y deben irse a mas tardar 15
minutos despues de la misa. Por favor, no se retinan fuera de la iglesia o en el estacionamiento antes o despues de la
Misa.

11) La iglesia sera desinfectada después de cada Misa.
12) Si esta sentado en el salon parroquial viendo la Misa en vivo, uno de los sacerdotes le llevara la Sagrada Comunion.
13) El horario de la misa se modificara de la siguiente manera:

a. Lunes, miércoles y viernes: 9 a.m. y 6:30 p.m.

b. Martes, jueves y sabado: 7:15a.m. y 9 a.m.

c. Domingo: 6 am., 7:30 a.m., 9a.m., 11 a.m., 12:30 p.m. y 6 p.m.

14) Este horario de Misas sera temporal, hasta que el distanciamiento social sea levantado. Para actualizaciones, por fa-
vor visite nuestra pagina web o lea el boletin semanalmente.

15) Se escucharan confesiones media hora antes de las Misas de lunes a sabado. También se escucharan confesiones el
sabado de 5 a 6 pm en unos de los salones de clase. Por el momento no se escucharan confesiones los domingo.
