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40 DÍAS POR LA VIDA 

Habrá cinco campañas de 40 Días por la Vida en el condado 
de San Diego a partir del 23 de septiembre.   

Desde el 23 de septiembre hasta el 1 de noviembre, 40 Días 
por la Vida, una continua vigilia de oración durante 40 días 
frente a 5 centros de aborto en el condado de San Die-
go.  Este es un evento pacífico y legal que se está llevando a 
cabo al mismo tiempo en cientos de ciudades de todo el mun-
do, incluyendo 50 lugares en California este año, a pesar de 
las dificultades impuestas por la pandemia.  Más de 17,200 
bebés se han salvados y 107 centros de aborto han cerrado 
durante 40 Días por la Vida desde que comenzó en 
2007.  Los enlaces a los 5 lugares están abajo. A medida que 
se acerca la fecha del inicio de la campaña busque por actuali-
zaciones en las paginas webs del lugar mas cercano a usted.

40 DAYS FOR LIFE 

There will be five 40 Days for Life campaigns in San Diego 
County starting September 23. 

Sept 23 through Nov. 1 - 40 Days for Life, a continuous 
prayer vigil for 40 days in front of 5 abortion centers in San 
Diego County.  This is a peaceful, legal event that is occur-
ring at the same time in hundreds of cities throughout the 
world, including 50 locations in California this year, despite 
the difficulties imposed by the pandemic.  More than 17,200 
babies have been saved and 107 abortion centers closed dur-
ing 40 Days for Life since it started in 2007.  Links to the 5 
locations are below.

FROM THE PASTOR 

Once again, Archbishop Sheen hits the nail on the head: 

“It is a characteristic of any decaying civilization that the great masses of the people are unaware of the tragedy. 

Humanity in a crisis is generally insensitive to the gravity of the times in which it lives. 

Men do not want to believe their own times are wicked, partly because they have no standard outside of them-
selves by which to measure their times.  If there is no fixed concept of justice, how shall men know it is violat-
ed? 

Only those who live by faith really know what is happening in the world; the great masses without faith are un-
conscious of the destructive processes going on, because they have lost the vision of the heights from which they 
have fallen.”
